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TOWN OF WASHINGTON
USE OF TOWN BEACH ORDINANCE

Pursuant to the authority of RSA 41:8 the Selectmen of the Town of Washington,
at a duly called meeting of the Board, unanimously enacted the following
Ordinance for the regulation of the Town beach areas:

1.

The Town beaches shall be closed during the hours of darkness. It shall be
unlawful for any person to be on the Town beach or parking area or in the
water serviced by the beach, unless having authorization from the Board of
Selectmen or Parks & Recreation Commission.

It shall be unlawful for any person who is not a resident, taxpayer or renter
of the Town of Washington to utilize the Town beach area, unless
accompanied by a resident or taxpayer of the Town of Washington.

It shall be unlawful to disobey an oral or written request of an agent of the
Selectmen in connection with the conduct of persons while on Town
property.

No pets or other animals shall be allowed inside the designated areas.
Service and public safety animals are exempt from this restriction.

it shall be unlawful to undertake any conduct, which shall be disorderly, or
so as to endanger the safety and welfare of others using the beach.

Public intoxication, alcohol possession and obscene or indecent acts are
expressly prohibited.

No private vehicles shall be allowed inside the Town beach property, and no
trailer or tenting, unless authorized by the Park and Recreation Commission
is allowed on the Town beach property*.

No vehicle or trailer shall be parked in the parking area without a valid
“TOWN FACILITIES” sticker displayed on said vehicle.

Any person found guilty of violating any part of the Ordinance herein set forth
shall be deemed guilty of a violation and punished according to the laws of the
State of New Hampshire with a $50.00 fine.

* Town beach property is defined as the flat ground area inside the fenced area
including the basketball court up to Camp Morgan Lodge.
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
